Asking for identification and

threatening to arrest him. We put out an emergency call and got a few people to come down but

the police said they would start arresting pe
amount of time there were not enough people to mount an effective resistance, so the tent came

down. The cops stayed until it was gone, also ordering the removal of the vigil’s chairs. The
