In 1984 the Homeless Advisory Council was founded to dispense survival necessities and information to the many homeless who find their way to the White House �� and Peace Park.





In past years, it has been relatively easy to find blankets and sleeping bags, either from shelters or from individuals who drop donations off at the signs.





It's ironic that in the autumn of 1988, during Republican rhetoric about a healthy economy, vigilers have been unable to find blankets to hand out. Shelters, full to overflowing, have barely enough blankets for their residents.





The result? Reduction to bestiality. The poor stealing from the poor. Homeless women and old folks robbed and left shivering. Death in the streets.
