LOUD PROTEST

Appeals panel rejects park's limit on noise
   A federal appeals court ruled Tuesday that a Park Service limit on noise in Lafayette Park across from the White House is an unconstitutional restriction on free speech by protesters.

   Citing the park's historic use for protests, a unanimous three‑judge panel also reversed the conviction of Diane Nomad. She had been convicted of beating a drum too loudly in the park in a January 1991 protest against the Gulf War.
