       The HIROSHIMA/NAGASAKI  Peace Committee of the National Capital Area asks for your support in planning the Eighteenth Annual Commemoration of the Atomic Bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki. Although polls show strong popular support for nuclear disarmament, the nuclear powers continue their arrogant, misguided nuclear programs. Our own government intends to maintain an arsenal of nearly 10,000 nuclear weapons for the foreseeable future. We hypocritically condemn India's and Pakistans's nuclear folly, yet it is the U.S. government that used nuclear weapons against the defenseless people of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, and has led us to the brink of nuclear catastrophe. According to Dr. Arjun Makhijani, speaking in the July/August issue of The Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists, "The possibility of accidental all‑out nuclear war is greater today than during the Cold War. " We must press anew our demands to meet human needs, to cleanup contaminated nuclear sites, and to eliminate nuclear weapons.
