It is outrageous that practically none of the SOA graduates responsible for human rights atrocities throughout Latin America incluclilig the massacre of entire villages have CVCI� served a single day in prison. Yet. those \\~ho protest this injustice are prosecuted and given maxinr.ull1 jail terms.



We are gathered here today to educate other (T.S. ta.xpa~ers on this important iSSUC. To let them knob that millions of their tax dollar s Will agail1 he used this .vear to train assassins from I atin America.
