SAF TREADING NEW HORIZONS IN POLICY AND 

ORGANIZATION

The Sudanese crisis is in a decisive and sensitive stage as the NIF regime is evidently collapsing despite its desperate efforts to survive. Though calling for peace and reconciliation the regime, nevertheless, is bent towards strengthening its military and security machine and is inclined to be indulged in more fierce practices of oppression, humiliation and terrorism towards our people, With such a situation in hand it is obvious to us the extent of naivete and the falsity of any call for peace or reconciliation with the opposition powers and the neighboring countries, To these calls only the naive will respond.

The deliberations of SAF Executive Committee and the Deliberative Council rep, esentives have significant bearing especially in the wake of the remarkable political and mil ary growth of our movement and everyday liberation of more areas. All these mounting responsibilities necessitated promotion of our organizational frameworks to contain this ine vitable growth of SAF movement. The establishment of the Deliberative Council is only one achievement in that direction.

With everyday SAF treading  new horizons we become more confident that, for subjective reason ng dictated by the political history of Sudan, the old Sudan is fading away and the New Sudan is gradually emerging. We face the one choice of a New Sudan or no Sudan at all.

In our victorious march SAF always remained with the only choice of escalating political and military activity as the most appropriate means to topple the NIF regime as precondition to establish the civil democratic state. In that direction, SAP rejected and will reject any reconciliation with the NIF regime. Furthermore, SAF as a new political movement which had first visualized the solution to the present crisis through armed struggle also conceives that there can not possibly be a solution to the Sudanese crisis withoug its full participation,.

In the occasion of the deliberations of the Executive Committee and the Deliberative Council we salute all our friends who were always, supporting the objectives of SAF. We ask them for more support and solidarity with the Sudanese people in their just fight for peace, democracy and freedom.

SAF FINAL COMMUNIQUE

SAF Executive Committee, the Deliberative Council, representatives of the liberated areas and overseas offices met from 22nd December 1997 to January 2nd 1998, in the fields of war operations against the NlF terrorist regime. The talks centered on plans to escalate the popular struggle against oppression and injustice. 

Our meeting coincided with calls by the NlF regime for reconciliation and negotiations. From the front lines, the participants affirmed that stability and lasting peace cold only be realized by removing the regime and not improving it. Coming from a government, which until recently refused talks with the opposition unless it takes up arms, the sudden invitation was, clearly motivated by a desire to resolve the regime' crises but not those of Sudan. The meetings affirmed unanimously that the unity of opposition forces in the National Democratic Alliance (NDA) and support to Asmara Declaration are the only means to deal with the NIF tactics of deception.

Steadfast in the fight for justice and pluralistic democracy, SAF and the new Sudan forces are an integral part of the modern liberation movements in Africa. We remain committed to the international conventions for human rights, the elimination of all forms of discrimination against women and the Ottawa Declaration banning the use of anti‑personnel mines. We are determined to start rebuilding the New Sudan's institutions of civil society, in particular those of youth and trade unions.

From the front lines, we express our deep appreciation for the solidarity of the peoples, states, and NGOs for their support of our revolution We pledge that our political and armed struggle for a free, just, and democratic Hew Sudan will continue without retreat or compromise.

The record of SAF combatants' achievements in the past few months defeating the NIF fanaticism and arrogance is long but it is our duty towards our readers to be briefed on these since SAF NEWS issues were not possible to come out due to sheer technical reasons. Our apologies to our dear readers!

ON OUR WAY TO KASSALA

In a daring operation deep In the NIF militias held areas, SAF combatants succeeded in ambushing an enemy convoy patrolling the road connecting Al Qarada garrison and Al laffa, 25 funs east of Kassala town. The ambush resulted In destroying a military transport vehicle. In combat with the fleeing enemy forces, nine were killed among whom is the Lt. Commander of the enemy forces.

In proximity to rebel EI Shiekh, 45 km south east of Kassala town, a unit of SAF combatants attacked NIF enemy forces at some point along the road connecting AL Qarada and Medissesa. In combat, five enemy elements were instantly killed and other three were injured

On the 28th of January 1998 SAF combatants executed a surprise attack on Allafa NIF military camp (,25 km south east Kassala). Enemy causalities were ten killed in combat.

On the next day, 29th of January SAF combatants ambushed an NIF enemy unit patrolling Wad.Ameri area near Awad (20 km to the east of Kassala Town). Their causalities were some wounded and others were taken captives.

RANDOM BOMBING OF: INNOCENT 

CIVILIANS

ALONG THE BORDER

The NIF militias randomly and indiscriminately bombed border areas between Sudan and Eritrea killing some Sudanese and Eritrean civilians. On Friday 30th and Saturday 31st of January, in retaliation to that offensive, our forces heavily shelled the NIF concentrations in Gulsa and Abu Gamul effecting heavy causalities among them. About two hundred enemy elements were killed and injured, A T55 Tank, and an ammunition store were destroyed.

The Blue Nile Front

The international community is very well informed on the unlimited support availed to fundamentalist terrorist groups. It has been much evident that the NIF regime is currently harboring these groups in different parts of the Sudan where they are afforded training, equipment, and the facilities to infiltrate to destabilize the neighboring countries. More backing to these terrorist groups is the facility afforded by the NIF regime to invest in all fields of economic activity. Their investments extend to cover military manufacturing of traditional & chemical weapons (drawing on the vast experience & back‑up of Iraq).

In the long raw of the terrorists investors is Osama Ben Laden who has some investment in agricultural production in the Blue Nile area (SAF News Issue No. I).

To add to the victorious march of SAP in the Blue Nile front, the 4th of December witnessed a daring offensive against the enemy when our combatants over ran the heart of El‑ agricultural scheme, 30 km east of El‑Damazine town. Our forces were able to captivate eleven army and P.D.F elements.

Three tractors, two lorries communication equipment, arms, ammunitions and all the scheme's workshop equipment were also seized and handed over to the local communities in the liberated areas.

On another level, in the southern front of northern Blue Nile, SAF combatants succeeded in launching ~ surprise attack on NIF enemy troops located in Abu Shendi, 40 km south east El‑Roseris town.

The attack, which took place on Friday, December the 2nd, resulted in complete destruction of the camp. Other units of SAF combatants advanced further ahead to occupy new points in Al Azaza area (30 km south‑west EL‑Roseris town ).
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South of El‑GEDAREF

In continuation of SAF operations targeting the liberation of more land front defense positions of the NIF enemy militias in Gezerat Doud Garrison (south Galabat town and in proximity to Dindir National Park) were victoriously attacked. SAF combatants encircled the Garrison and kept it under sustained artillery and machine guns fire for several hours. The net result of the operation was the complete destruction of the garrison camp side. The NIF casualties toll reached (91) killed and many others injured. SAF combatants seized (4) Toyota Land cruiser pick ‑ups loaded with Doshka, (9) Garanov machine guns, (8) (RPGs), (2) Anti‑Tanks guns (B10), beside large quantities of light armaments and ammunitions.

Following the victorious take over of Gezirat Doud operations continued in the depth of the NIF enemy held areas. On Sunday the 8th of Feb.98 combatants of SAF were also able to liberate Elfazera area ( 30 km. eastern to Gezirat Doud & 50 hr. South west Gelabat town )

N.' huge deployment of heavy armament had been gathered in Elfazera area to be sent in support to Gezirat Doud garrison prior to SAF victorious attack After brief combat with the Popular Defense Forces
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stationed in guard, our forces seized the position. Ten of the  elements were killed and some others were captured alive. SAF seized a 12 barreled rocket launcher, 8 mortars, two 106 guns mounted on two Jeep vehicles, 6 Doshka guns and 11 medium size machine guns.

By adopting the slogan of the armed popular uprising as the means to over throw the NIF regime, SAF vision does not draw on ideological, religious, or ethnic whims. Our platform had always been the struggle heritage of the Sudanese People and the ability of this heritage to adapt to the si tuation in hand. Experience proved the creditability of our concept and belief in the armed popular uprising when the people in the villages south of El‑Gallabat (Al‑Fazara, Kursh Elfeel, and Karima), went out welcoming and embracing SAF combatants, the vanguards of the up isinq. Those combatants in their victorious march towards the liberation of land and the Sudanese human being manifested solidarity among all the factions of the Sudanese people to overthrow the NIF regime and to establish the united civil Democratic state.

The meeting was attended by SAF Combatants present In Asmara and Sayed A\EI Rahman El Sadlq El Mahdi, Several issues were discussed on top of which were the necessity to activate the NDA and to promote the coordination between SAF and Umma Party in different aspects.

The Executive committee of SAF presented its congratulations to the unified leadership of the SUDANESE NATIONAL PARTY on on the positive and decisive stance taken by the party to secure its unity and solidarity, SAF valuates the achievement as positive and additive to all the opposition forces.

 Combatant Al Elaziz Khalid met with H.E. the Ambassador of Germany to Erlirea, The meeting, as described by combatant Khalid, was open and frank on all the issues dealt with. The two parties agreed on the vitality of resuming similar meetings and dialogue in the future.

Sudan Should Refrain

From death Penalty

 In reaction to the death penalty imposed on the four women convicted of prostitution, HRW addressed the NIF regime to refrain from carrying out the ruling of death sentence.

‑ In their press release, HRW stated that they were "shocked that the death penalty is even contemplated...the death penalty as contemplated in the case of those four prostitutes would be a grave miscarriage of justice'...

Amnesty International called the NIF regime to stop supporting the Ugandan Lord's Resistance Army (LRA) and to interfere with the latter to secure the release of captive children forced to join ranks and files of tile LRA It is very well known fact that the camps of LRA are inside Sudan fully supported by the latter to disturb the security of Uganda.

The NIF regime, assassinated Umda (Mayer) Onor Tahir of Guraib tribe ( affiliated to the Beja ethnic group) on the 18th of January 1998. The assassination was executed by a unit belonging to the special forces of the NIF militias.

Onor had been well known of his open opposition to the regime. The governor and the security responsible in Kassala province are held accountable the decision to assassinate Onor.

The Injustice Trial

The trial of (13) Sudanese nationals accused of plotting to topple the NIF regime commenced in Khartoum on Wednesday the . Accusations focused

on the group's intention to bomb strategic targets and to assassinate some public figures.

The security forces arrested the group on the allegation‑ that the group intended to overthrow the said constitutional regime of the country, hence endangering its independence and integrity.

The list of filed accusations extend to brand the group of having contacts with a foreign state to assist the latter in its military offensives against Sudan. The group is also accused of encouraging the armed forces personnel to disobey orders and to quit the service ‑ The security affiliate the group of the accused to Brig. Abdel Aziz Khalid Sudan Alliance Forces. They are all well known advocates, engineers, military elements, businessmen and trade unionists.

The accused may [ace death penalty for the accusations filed against them if proved to be true

AMAL TRUST ‑ DURING THE LAST (9) WEEKS

A shipment of used Clothes donated to Amal Trust had arrived through the sea port of Massawa, the shipment was cleared and transported to the non‑government held areas of South Gadaref. Sent with these materials was about (3) M.Tons of used clothes and food materials donated from Japan.

An Ambulance was shipped to Amal Trust health project in the liberated areas, had arrived from Europe via Massawa seaport and sent to join the health project and to assist in relieving the suffering of our citizens there.




JUST BEFORE PRESS

New developments in Southern Gedaref Area

During the month of February 1998, SAF combatants liberated several positions in South Gadaref area. The series of operations began by the liberation of Gezirat Doud then following that SAF combatants advanced to occupy AI Fazra, Kursh Al Fiel and Karima. In further developments, SAF combatants, while in reconnaissance of Al Taya area (20 km South East Gadaref) on the 9th of March 98, were able to

destroy a military transport truck. On Sunday the 14th , SAF combatants ambushed NIF forces patrolling the area (3) of the NIF elements were killed and the others fled away leaving behind izeable quantities of ammunitions and food rations.

The NIF official reaction to this military escalation of operations was to declare a state of emergency in Gadaref Province in deployment of public opinion and accusing Ethiopia of Invading Sudanese territories. What had not been declared is the devastating state of the people living in destitute in the government held areas. The NIF militias continued to shell some of the densely populated villages having the illusion that SAF

combatants are being harbored there. Civilians were thus compelled to evacuate their villages and flee away for security. This shelling of the villages still continue though intermittently.

3. These atrocities inflicted by the NIF militias on the civilians were not enough. The security and military elements backed by the Popular Defense Forces and the Popular Committees launched a campaign of arrests and torture among the civilian population accusing them of being agents in support of the opposition. Three were executed and eleven are still

detained.

4. SAF appeals to the international community and humanitarian associations to protest and denounce the gross human rights violations committed by the NIF regime and to exert maximum pressure on the government to release those who are detained.
